The 3rd SIIV 2005 Congress “People, Land,
Environment and Transport Infrastructures: Reliability
and Development” was held in the Polytechnic of Bari
(Italy) from Sept. 22 to 24, 2005. The Congress was
sponsored by the President of the Minister’s Council, the
Ministry of Infrastructure and Transport, the Province
and the University of Bari. It was co-sponsored by
national and international bodies such as PIARC-INC,
TRB, ACI, CIFI, CNR, and SITEB.
