These are the questions that we need to find answers to
and direct our actions accordingly. One step in this direction can be looking at the analysis of answers
from the survey of First delegates. We must understand better how we can improve the position of
NCs in the association otherwise it will be very difficult if not impossible to stay successful in the
long-term operation of the NCs.

I see now that this must be the focus of my future endeavors and I have already started to contemplate
certain ideas. I will make sure to keep you up to date with any new developments in this regard and
of course will ask for your suggestions and opinions so that together we
can improve the position of NCs into more beneficial part of PIARC.

To inform our colleagues, that were not present in Santiago, about our
discussions, I prepared the minutes of the meeting and it will be online
in due time. Anyhow I am stressing and presenting below two decisions/
requirements that the group of NCs has taken at the meeting and that I
later presented to the Council.

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EDITORIAL

DECISIONS FROM SANTIAGO NC GROUP MEETING

At the meeting of national committees in Santiago we have debated, among other issues, also about two things
for which we have then taken a unanimous decisions/requirements and which Mr. Leben has later presented to
the World Road Association’s Council.

First issue was the renewed form of the World Road Association’s newsletter. There was an ongoing debate
within the General secretariat about how to combine two types of user information from PIARC (messages
from the General secretariat and information from the NCs) into one, united “"newsletter”. The suggestion from
Mr. Leben was to have one newsletter, which would then be subdivided into two types of information.

The group of NCs was supportive of such an idea. Nevertheless, Mr. Robin SEBILLE, Deputy Secretary General,
mentioned that the two documents have different aims and that a long, merged letter might discourage readers
wheb receiving it in their mailbox. He will propose an alternative solution for the consideration of the National
Committees, and rename the "NC Newsletter” into "NC Bulletin” for the time being.

Second issue was debated after Robin SEBILLE informed the participants of the meeting that recently in
the General secretariat they started doing an analysis of the websites of the member countries and national
committees. They found out that some of the webpages were quite old, however bigger problem that was
recognised is that the dissemination of the infor-mation of PIARC activities was not satisfactory. The work and
events of PIARC need to be promoted, especially larger events, such as the World road congresses, also the
newsletter etc. Some webpages also need to be made more user-friendly and all need to be updated more
regularly.

After the lengthy discussion the group of NCs agreed to take the following official statement:
The group of PIARC national committees also supports the idea of having the General secretariat to

send and inform the NCs of the news, content and information that needs to be further published and
promoted via the websites of the NCs.

CHILE

WRA-PIARC Council and DIRCAIBEA Council meetings
27% — 31t October 2014, Santiago de Chile, Chile

Santiago de Chile became the roads world international centre at the end
of October 2014 with PIARC Council and XXIX*" Meeting of the Council
of Roads Directors of Iberia and Latin America (DIRCAIBEA). These
two international events brought together members from countries
all over the world. The focus of DIRCAIBEA meeting was the current
status of intercontinental land communications in Latin America, to
find important aspects of roads that interconnect with countries in the
region. Also interesting was the agreement with the United Nations
Economic Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean ECLAC,
to exchange information and support their members. Cooperation
with PIARC was evaluated and confirmed to even higher degree in the
future.

As part of the program of the annual meeting of PIARC, a Technical
Visit was organized to learn about interoperability in the tolling system
of urban concessions in Chile. The charging device (TAG) of Santiago
de Chile city is interoperable, with high speed controls (Free Flow),
vehicles using the same device in the four concessioned highways
in Santiago. In addition the system operates with applications such
as charging for access to parking areas, access to airport service on
intercity routes that connect to the road network in Santiago and other
developing applications (complementary support to transportation
means).

The first stage of the technical visit was to the Control centre of the
Concessionaire Costanera Norte, where visitors had the opportunity to
see in real-time various modes of operation and control technologies.
The second stage of technical visit was a construction site which is part
of a program of continuous improvement of the Chilean concession
works, due to the fact that over the years the urban scene is changing,
requiring improvements to enable efficient operation of urban
infrastructure.

At the end of its meeting the WRA-PIARC Council confirmed the city of
Abu Dhabi (United Arab Emirates) to organize the XXVI* PIARC World
Road Congress in October 2019.
